After reaching the Rosay viewpoint with its magnificent view of
Lake Geneva, you will cross the Bois de la Dame, overlooking the
Presles farm.

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YOUR ROUTE

Departure from the hamlet "Chez les Servoz" in Lugrin.

Take the small forest track which goes up in the woods in the

direction of Curtenay and Neuvecelle by the GR de Pays littoral du
Léman. On the way, you will cross the RD, continue to follow the GR.

Then, follow the small road "chemin de Presles" then take the road

to Beuge on your left.

Cross the departmental road and take the direction "Le Rosay",

follow the path which leads to the viewpoint.

Then, take the direction of Lonvernay.

Go down the path in the forest to reach the hamlet "Chez les

Servoz".
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
